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Abstract

The purpose of the study was to examine the contribution of "Twining
Schools" project in an ICT environment to the development of self-regulated
learning in the 21st century, while nurturing the Jewish identity. 123 students
of elementary schools in Israel and in London participated in the study. This
was a quantitative study, and learning processes questionnaire was used. The
research findings show significant positive relationships between the
characteristics of motivation and the types of learning strategies among the
students in Israel and in London. In addition, a significant difference was
found in the importance of task performance for the benefit of the project
classes. The students in the project groups both in Israel and in London
believe in the goal of task performance more than students in the control
group. The current study indicates that the "Twining Schools" project in an
ICT environment is a significant motivational factor for the students.
Therefore, it is fitting that teachers would develop a sense of self control
among students, and lead them to awareness that they can succeed. It is likely
that all these would lead to a greater success rate in the learning process
among 21st century learners.
