Abstract

The aim of the intervention program was to examine the involvement in
cyber-bullying among children and adolescents, to increase awareness and to
provide useful tools to reduce the dangers in the cyber-network. 365 students
(51.4% boys) participated in a four meeting program and completed before/
after questionnaires. Findings revealed that after the program fewer students
reported being cyber-victimized (22.5% vs. 15.5%) or cyber-bullies (7.4% vs.
4.95% after the program). However, 66.6% reported increase in empathy for
the cyber-victims and reduced their network aggressive behavior. Girls
reported higher satisfaction from the program, and evaluated it as that more
helpful for coping with the phenomenon compared to boys.
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
